So what does this mean in practice:

If the site produces any quantity of the waste below then *proper
waste containment and disposal procedures need to be in place.

v/ Waste Oil

v/ Waste Oil & Fuel Filters

*Proper storage means that all possible precautions have been taken to ensure that
liquids and pollutants do not escape into the environment. This means providing
adequate transportable containment for the waste and secondary containment to
ensure any spills are taken care of. Examples range from clip top drums and drip trays
to compliant bunded oil tanks.

Drums for waste streams must be sealable to allow for
compliant transportation as containers can sometimes
move or fall during transport

New oil delivered in drums should be held and stored
on drip trays to ensure non of the oil escapes into the
environment.

All new waste oil tanks should meet the oil storage
regulations of 2001 and should be inside a bunded area
which can hold | 10% of the capacity of the oil.

Underground oil tanks should be pressure tested at least
once per annum to ensure no leaks have occurred.

Oil burners must be properly licensed by the local
authority.

All Hazardous Waste documentation should be kept on
file for 3 years and controlled waste for 2 years.

It is recommended that Interceptors / Oil Separators are
cleaned at least twice every year. If no separator is
present, consent to discharge into the foul sewer should
be obtained from the local water company.

Scrap metal collectors should provide duty of care
paperwork and have the relevant licenses such as Waste
carriers licenses and Waste management licenses to
remove the waste.

Scrap metal merchants should not remove batteries
from the site without the full Hazardous waste
consignment note being provided.

Aerosols contain thinners and solvents and should NOT
be disposed of with the general waste.

Antifreeze should be disposed of in a specified drum and
not mixed with other waste for disposal.

Contaminated Fuel (petrol & diesel) mixtures pose an
explosive risk, should be treated with care and disposed
of and stored following HSE, DESRA guidelines.

Oil Contaminated rags and Granules should be disposed
of in a dedicated drum and NOT the general waste.

Lead acid Batteries should be stored in a secure
dedicated box which ensures acid spillages and fire risks
are minimized.

Oils and lubricants should be stored off-ground on suitably
bunded decking or where not practicable, pallets that are
contained within suitable bunding.

Use of centralised store room accountancy - giving
accountability to fewer people for the correct handling,
distribution and collection of hazardous waste can reduce
erratic disposal methods and raw material usage.

Use of pumped hazardous liquid distribution (as opposed to
individual tins/drums) - this can deliver raw materials directly
to point of use, reducing wastage, increasing environmental
protection (bunded tanks) and these systems can collect
waste to centralised bunded store area for onward
recovery/disposal by authorised contractor, reducing the risk
of spillages and incorrect disposal (i.e. down drains)

Use of solvent sprays - the use of a portable, handheld solvent
pump (a simple plastic bottle used to hold solvent liquid, very
similar to the ones gardeners use to mist plants) for
degreasing pre-painted surfaces can save considerable
quantities of solvent compared to more traditional methods.

Clearly identified waste disposal mechanisms such as colour
coded bins for hazardous waste.

Having all the waste collection facilities centralised means that
all waste must come to the same point for
disposal/separation, this reduces the chance of employees
consigning waste to the ‘nearest bins’ to the point of origin.

Clear and accurate signposts within the workshop to alert
employees to the waste disposal system.

Larger volume containers for aqueous materials instead of (25
litre drums) Benefits include:-

Reduce residual wastes
- one container instead of 40

More effective storage with increased environmental
protection (easier to bund). Reduces spillages and need for
frequent movements of raw materials. Easier material
accountancy - fewer containers to track
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
