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Big Blue Machine Heads For Green Pastures

Traffic disruption was minimal as the world’s largest tyre-shredding machine, the
Tyrannosaurus, trundled west along the M62 en route to playing a major role in
dealing with this important UK waste stream.

Made in Finland, the monster machine will be processing up to 3,000 tyres an hour at
Credential Environmental’'s Wednesbury plant in the Midlands. Credential is owned
by Leeds-based venture capital group Ailsa 3 and has a majority shareholding in
TyreGenics Ltd., which next month launches a new £4.1m cryogenic plant in South
Wales.

Tyres shredded in Credential depots at Wednesbury, Breighton, near Selby and
Durham will feed this new plant, a joint venture between Credential, BOC Gases and
Canadian-based FieldTurf Inc — the leading manufacturer of sports surfaces.



FieldTurf has already provided playing surfaces at Barcelona’s Nou Camp and
Chelsea’s training ground.

Credential director Steve Patterson said: “We arranged to move the machine from
Hull Docks outside commuting hours and so caused little or no traffic problems. And
I'm sure any passing motorists would be happy to know that many of the scrap tyres
they generate will be processed by the Tyrannosaurus into the best quality recycled
products available.

“The machine represents a significant part of our £2m investment in the Wednesbury
processing operation.”
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
